Hello Members,

I would like to introduce myself to those who don’t know me, my Name is Debbie Funch. | have been a Women of
Today member for 10 years now. This is the 5™ time serving on the USWT staff. | have been married to my husband
Walt for 35 years this October. My job is a daycare provider, which | run out of my home.

This year as your External Program Manager | am asking you to support Domestic Violence with a passion. Without
the help of Abuse Shelters and services like NCADV some women and children would never attempt to make that life
threatening attempt to leave their abusers. These agencies give them the hope for a better life for their children and
themselves.

Almost one-third of female homicide victims that are reported in police records are killed by an intimate partner. In
70—80% of intimate partner homicides, no matter which partner was killed, the man physically abused the women
before the murder. Only one-fifth of victims of abuse report injury from an intimate partner.

Domestic violence is one of the most chronically underreported crimes. Only approximately one-quarter of all
physical assaults, one-fifth of all rapes, and one-half of all stalking, perpetuated against females by intimate partners
are reported to the police. This intimate partner violence results in more than 18.5 million mental health care visits
each year. Medical and mental health visits for these victims exceeds in over $4.1 billion each year.

So that is where the United States Women of Today come in. We all need to be supporting local shelters or agencies
in our communities. So take a minute and think what your members could do to support your chosen DV agencies
this year.
